• Design and implement robust identity and access controls, protecting sensitive systems and 
data in line with organisational and regulatory requirements. 

• Contribute across the full stack where required, ensuring frontend and backend components 
are developed with the cloud in mind. 

• Implement effective monitoring and logging to maintain operational visibility and support 
incident response. 

• Collaborate across multidisciplinary teams to solve complex, multi-faceted problems. 

• Take ownership of issues across the application and cloud stack, driving root cause analysis 
and continuous improvement.

• Knowledge of Javascript frontend frameworks. 

• Understanding of front-end technologies, such as HTML5, and CSS3.

• Understanding of database schemas and query languages. 

• Knowledge of source control technologies, e.g. Bitbucket, Git, Subversion, etc. 

• An understanding of how to securely deploy and configure AWS components
